Ground-mounted PV systems and circuits from those systems that enter a building are not required to comply

with section 690.12 if the sole purpose of that building is to contain PV equipment.

Solar, or photovoltaic (PV) panels as they''re referred to in NFPA 1, Fire Code, are becoming more and more

common on one- and two-family dwelling and townhouse roofs.

The materials used in solar panels and mounting systems must comply with fire safety standards such as UL

1703, which addresses the safety of flat-plate photovoltaic modules.
